
FibroScan 
Information for patients



What will happen?
FibroScan works by sending a 
sound wave through your liver and 
measuring how fast it bounces 
back. It is not painful and is non-
invasive, meaning the probe 
does not break your skin or enter 
the body. You will feel a slight 
vibration but nothing more. The 
Fibroscan operator will ask you 
to lay flat on your back with your 
right arm behind your head. You 
will be asked to expose your lower 
ribcage on the right hand side 
and the operator will apply some 
cold gel and then place the probe 
between your ribs – they may need 
to move the probe a few times 
to find the right spot and then 
they will take 10 readings for the 
machine to calculate an average. 
The whole procedure takes no 
more than 15 minutes.

This leaflet explains 
the process of having a 
Fibroscan; what is involved 
and the possible risks. 
If you have any further 
questions please ask 
the doctor or nurse who 
referred you or the person 
doing the scan.

 
Why have I been referred?
You have been referred for a 
FibroScan (also called transient 
elastography) to measure your 
liver stiffness. If you have a liver 
condition, such as hepatitis B 
or C, or fatty liver, a FibroScan 
will tell us if you have any liver 
scarring. This helps us assess 
your liver health and decide the 
best treatment and monitoring.



When will I get my result?
The interpretation of a FibroScan 
result depends on the condition 
you have and the results of 
other tests. The person doing 
the scan may not be an expert 
in interpreting the results so will 
send them to the person who 
referred you for discussion at your 
next appointment.

For about one in 10 people we 
are unable to get a reading. Some 
people have narrow spaces or a 
lot of muscle between their ribs 
which makes it more difficult to 
get a reading; it can also be more 
difficult if you are overweight. If 
this happens we will let the person 
who referred you know so they 
can talk about alternative options.

What do I need to do to 
prepare for the Fibroscan?
If you are unable to attend  
your appointment please call  
020 3317 5100 to let us know.

Please wear comfortable clothes 
that make it easy to access your 
ribcage.

A FibroScan should be done on 
an empty stomach – please do 
not eat for two hours before your 
appointment. You can drink water 
as normal.

Are there any risks associated 
with having a Fibroscan? 
Fibroscan is very safe and can now 
be used safely in most people, 
including pregnant women.

You cannot have a Fibroscan if you 
have an implantable device such 
as a pacemaker or defibrillator. 
It is not recommended to have a 
Fibroscan if you have ascites  
(fluid within the abdomen).

Please speak to member of staff  
if you have any of these things  
or if you have any concerns. 

After the scan you will be fine  
to continue your day as normal.
